Keeping track of Microsoft's myriad codenames is an (almost) full-time occupation.  I know, as I 

spend a lot of my work hours tracking down the latest names in the hopes of being able to better 

keep tabs on what's coming next from the Redmondians. 

Each month, I'll be releasing an updated, downloadable version of the CodeTracker. I'll add new 

codenames -- arranged in alphabetical order by codename -- of forthcoming Microsoft products 

and technologies. I also will note timing changes (date slips, the release of a new test build, the 

disappearance of a planned deliverable) for entries that are already part of the Tracker. Once 

Microsoft releases the final version of a product or technology I've been tracking, I will remove it 

from the Tracker. In that way, the CodeTracker will remain focused on futures. 

 (An aside about the Tracker: A question mark in place of an entry means I have insufficient 

information to hazard even an educated guess about a particular category.)

This Month's Theme:  Microsoft Researchers in Overdrive 

May was a pretty quiet month, in terms of new codenames from existing product groups. But 

teams within various Microsoft labs and Microsoft Research have been working overtime on a 

variety of new projects. 

Microsoft’s newly minted FUSE Labs has added two new test projects – Spindex and Emporia – 

to their roster. Meanwhile, Microsoft Research has been working on several public (ServiceOS, 

Newport and a new Courier) – plus a couple not-so-public (Menlo, Experiment 19) efforts. All 

are now part of this latest installment of the codename tracker. 

The product groups haven’t been twiddling their thumbs, however. In May, there was news 

about several of the codenames on my list, including Austin, IE 9 and BizTalk Server v.Next. 

(Codename Colorado is back, as well; turns out it wasn’t the next mid-market version of 

Essential Business Server, after all.) I’m expecting we’ll hear more on the Windows Phone 7 and 
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Windows 7/Windows Server 2008 R2 Service Pack fronts in the next month or so, as well.  

While the slow summer vacation season in Redmond has begun, the codename push continues. 

Without further ado, it's on to this month's set of updates to the Microsoft CodeTracker.
